Yeh Ling-Ling, Ex-
ecutive Director of the
Diversity Alliance for a

Sustainable America
(DASA), will address the

Ms. Yeh is a natural-
ized citizen of the United
States who was born in
Vietnam of Chinese par-

ents. She had approxi-

| mately 20 years of educa-

tion abroad (Cambodia,
Taiwan and the Univer-
sity of Paris, Sorbonne)
before she immigrated to
the U.S. in 1980.

After working for 10
years for immigration law
firms, helping people im-
migrate to the United
States, Ms. Yeh realized

- that, although many im-

migrants are assets to
the U.S., growing prob-
lems that concern natives

and legal immigrants
alike — including home-
land security, overbur-

dened infrastructure and
rising ethnic tensions —
cannot be solved without
also addressing rapid
population growth driven
mainly by record levels of
immigration.

More than 200 of her
articles have appeared in

leading publications
across the U.S., including
the Los Angeles Times,
Harvard Law School’s Re-
cord, the Christian Sci-
ence Monitor, the Chicago
Tribune, the Philadelphia
Inquirer, the Atlanta Jour-
nal-Constitution, and the
San Francisco Chronicle,
among marny others.

Ms. Yeh has testified
before the Colorado Re-
publican Study Commit-
tee; debated the Mexican
Consul General in Salem,
Oregon; and been inter-
viewed by the media in
Utah, Colorado, Califor-
nia, Rhode Island, Oregon,
Illinois, and Texas.

Friends,

On your behalf, I recently
signed a letter to President
Bush about illegal immigration.

It is on www.Rossmoor-
Republicans.us. Suggestions
included: building an impene-
trable physical barrier on our
southern border; ordering the
U.S. military to patrol there;
urging Congress to cut out

“anchor babies”; mandating
English as our official national
language; and aggressively

rounding up MS-13 gang mem-
bers.

Our March 8% speaker is Yeh
Ling-Ling, director of a group
whose goal is sustainable and
limited immigration. Their
documentation shows a deliber-
ate, subversive invasion planned
by Mexican government policy.

This plan undermines U.S. sov-
ereignty over our own territory,
encourages hostility and disloy-
alty by Mexican-Americans, and
endangers American families
who live contiguous to the Rio
Grande. This plague has be-
come “La Reconquista”, gradu-
ally reconquering and reconvert-
ing four states back to Mexican
control.

Here are some practical
measures WE can take NOW.
Go online for weekly updates
from FAIR (Federation for
American Immigration Reform)
regarding pending legislation in
D.C. Contact, or replace, politi-
cians who duck this problem or
who ignore our pleas. Threaten
to withhold money and support
from any politicians who vote
against practical and enforce-
able legislation. Inquire of local
employers when it appears that

some of their employees are il-
legals. Complain to or boycott
authorities in so-called
“sanctuary cities”, like San
Francisco, where policies pro-
hibit police from pursuing or
arresting illegals there because
of immigration status.
“Sanctuary” status is not recog-
nized in U.S. law. Disagree with
religious figures who offer il-
legals “sanctuary” which, never-
theless, is breaking American
laws. Chastise public figures
who encourage this by saying
“it’s perfectly understandable.”
No, it’s not - it’s theft! Call the
White House: 202/456-1111;
call the Governor: 916/445-
2841, or call/fax our Congress-
persons at the FAIR website
prompts. Good neighbors don’t
deliberately deceive neighbors,
promote disloyalty or allow pos-
sible terrorists to transverse
their land!
