Prior to moving to Plea-
santon in the 10th congres-
sional district, Ms. Linn
was elected to the Presi-
dency of the San Francisco
County Republican
Women’s Federated, to the
San Francisco County Re-
publican Central Commit-
tee and to its Executive
Committee as Treasurer.

If You Knew Your Enemy Was Using You,
Would You Change Your Ways?

If you watch sports on television
very much at all, you know that the
major media stations rarely if at all
will show a fan who runs on the
field during the middle of the game.
Nor are they likely to show it when
fans are fighting in the stands or
accosting players.

They used to show such dis-
plays, but it became rather appar-
ent to the major sports networks
and to even the media that by
showing such displays, they were
encouraging such behavior. So
they stopped showing them so as to
stop rewarding those bad fans.

Apparently that lesson only goes
so far.

Perhaps the most underreported
story of the last year or more, was
the discovery of the strategy memo
of evil incarnate, Abu Musab al-
Zarqawi. It was discovered amongst
the rubble of his existence last
week. What it revealed was most
telling. Overall, the memo makes it
very clear that Zargawi believed
that his side is losing.

According to Zargawi:

*“Here in Iraq, time is now begin-
ning to be of service to the Ameri-
can forces and harmful to the resis-

tance;”

That is so because, among other
things, the Coalition of the Willing
is winning:

*“By undertaking massive arrest
operations, invading regions that
have an impact on the resistance,
and hence causing the resistance to
lose many of its elements,” and

*“By creating a big division among
the ranks of the resistance and
jeopardizing its attack operations, it
has weakened its influence and in-
ternal support of its elements, thus
resulting in a decline of the resis-
tance’s assaults,” and

*“By allowing an increase in the
number of countries and elements
supporting the occupation or at
least allowing to become neutral in
the stand toward us in contrast to
their previous stand or refusal of
the occupation.”

Did you know the above was
occurring from watching ABC, CBS,
NBC or CNN? Most assuredly not.

Clearly, Zarqawi’s assessment of
the terrorists’ efforts is immeasura-
bly bleaker than the picture sold
night after night on American TV.

That, of course, brings us to the
point of this editorial.

In two instances in his memo,
Zarqawi made it most clear that it was
their strategy to use the world media to
benefit their cause. Zarqawi states
that it is a goal of the “resistance:”

*’To use the media for spreading an
effective and creative image of the re-
sistance,” and

*”To avoid mistakes that will blemish
the image of the resistance.”

To be sure, this is not the first time
we have become aware of terrorists’
use of the media to attain their goals.
It is just the latest and perhaps most
glaring admission.

The real question, however, is: If
the major media willingly refrains from
being used by a fan harmlessly
running across a field, when will it stop
being used by terrorists that kill
Americans?
