and enlisted them to

help. They found him a
job, a place to live, furni-
ture, a car, and got Jacob
started in school.

Currently the young
man has been employed
at UPS for two years, is
finishing his AA degree at
Diablo Valley College,
and will transfer to Hay-
ward State this fall.

Other young men,
some much more seri-
ously wounded than
Jacob, have been simi-

larly helped. The Senti-
nels, a completely non-
political  organization,
have received the full sup-
port of the Department of
Defense and the Veterans
Administration.

Mike will tell the Club
more about the work of
the Sentinels of Freedom
Scholarship  Foundation
and its needs.

Joining Mike at the
podium will be Major Gen-
eral Ronald Lowe (Ret.), a
highly decorated combat
veteran, who is also
deeply involved in the
work of the Sentinels
of Freedom Scholar-
ship Foundation.
