I'm sure you must have
watched at least some of the
“highlights™ of the speeches by two
very dangerous men at the UN last
week - Ahmadinejad of Iran and
Chavez of Venezuela. The speech by
the first dictator was “a far more
scathing and almost scholarly critique
of the use of U.S. power” than was
the speech by Chavez. Chavez’s was
intended to be, and was, inflammatory
and confrontational. I have the im-
pression that little bully Chavez is
delighted to be recognized by the big
boys and was obviously playing to the
largely anti-American Third World
nations of the UN.
