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Congresswoman FEllen Tauscher, of
California’s Tenth Congressional Dis-
trict, has gone to Washington to be with
her President. A Special Election will be
held to replace her. September 1 is the
Primary Election and November 3 is the
General Election. The first day to vote
by mail in the Primary is August 3 and
the first day to vote by mail in the Gen-
eral is October 5.

Six Republicans have filed as candi-
dates for this post. All six have agreed
to attend and speak to our Club on Au-
gust 12.

This will be a low-voter-turn-out elec-
tion. It is, therefore, extremely impor-
tant that each of us votes and that we
do everything possible to see that our
fellow Republicans vote.

There are a total of fourteen candi-
dates for the Tenth Congressional Dis-
trict. They include five Democrats, one
Peace and Freedom, one Green, and one
American Independent.

This special election will be unusual
in that it begins with a “Blanket” Pri-
mary, meaning that on the Primary bal-
lot all candidates from all parties will be
presented on one list and any voter of
any party can vote for any candidate. If
one candidate receives a total of 50%-
plus-1 vote on September 1, this person
will be elected to replace Tauscher and
there will be no General Election.

If no candidate receives a 50%-plus-1
vote total, on November 3 in the Gen-
eral Election the top Republican vote
getter and the top Democratic vote get-
ter will compete for the position, along
with the Peace and Freedom, Green,
and American Independent candidates.

Club members voting by mail may
wish to wait to vote until they have an
opportunity to hear the candidates on
August 12. This will be an important
election for us and an important eve-
ning for our Club.

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Winning Elections
...President Tom Fryer

Here’s a book-length essay in one page. Be advised: It’s
over-simple.

How can we maximize our chances to win elections?
We must be smart and analytical as we think about the
voters.

Some people will never vote with us. Others will al-
ways vote with us. There’s a small group in the middle
who can go either way. The FRYER CURVEF® illustrates.

On the vertical axis are approximate voter percent-
ages. The horizontal axis portrays the intensity with
which partisan views are held, from O intensity to 10,

vote for a person in the other party. Yet they can at
least listen and talk with people of other persuasions
without arguing and attacking. They are willing to ad-
mit that their side is not perfect, fully capable of making
mistakes. They even acknowledge that the other party
can occasionally do something right.

Note on the FRYER CURVE®that within all groups
there are gradations in intensity and all group bounda-
ries are permeable.

In the middle is a group of between 10% and 20% who
like to say, “I vote for the person not the party.” They do
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Boundaries are permeable
Percentages fluctuate and are approximate

the maximum, on both the left wing and right wing.

On both the left and right extremes there are small
groups I call the Rabids. These folks are very intense.
They have nothing good to say about anyone or any-
thing on the other side. They make mean-spirited, even
hateful, comments. They challenge the other side’s line-
age. They are the zealots of the left and right. Trying to
argue with these people brings to mind Mark Twain’s
marvelous statement, “Meddling with another man’s
folly is always thankless work.”

Less intense and more centrist are relatively large
groups of temperate people who have well developed
political philosophies and tend to think of themselves as
liberals or conservatives. They would seldom, if ever,

not consider themselves to be partisans. They are
searchers, believing that for each election there is a
right answer, one person/party or the other. Their
thinking is affected by current conditions as they per-
ceive them. They are almost always influenced by the
pull of the pocketbook, as are all other groups. They
are susceptible to emotional appeals. They are vulner-
able to artful negative advertising. They, like everyone
else, are attracted to political promises that a) are in
their own self-interest and b) address the problems they
perceive.

All close elections are won or lost by winning or losing
the uncommitteds.
